Questions and Answers
What is a Portfolio?  

  A portfolio is a purposeful collection of work that exhibits your best effort.  An important part of a portfolio is reflecting on each piece and thinking about why that piece was chosen. 

How Do I Create a Portfolio?  Every month (starting in October) you will be expected to turn in to your teacher one piece of work that will go into the back section of your binder.  That piece will include a paragraph written on a sheet of loose leaf, explaining why that piece represents your best effort.  (Each piece should be in your portfolio by the last class of the month). 

Who Puts Work Into My Portfolio?
You decide what gets added to your collection, but this is a great thing to discuss with your family for help with that decision.
What Kind of Work Can Be Put Into the Portfolio?

Anything you have worked on during the month (at home or school) can be used as a portfolio piece.  It can be from the area of:  sports, music, art, academics and/or creative work.  It has to show your best effort and is usually something of great interest to you.  A quality portfolio is not all the same thing.  This is a place to take risks as well as show your strengths.
Ideas:  copy of music sheet from a performance or a great deal of practice, art work, 

picture of a medal, copy of poem/story. 


**All work must be on an 8 ½” X 11” piece of paper.  It does not have to be a finished piece of work.  

What happens if I forget to submit something? Ownership of this portfolio is on you.  It can be a very powerful instrument to help express who you are as a learner and to help you realize how you have grown throughout this year.  
Why Create a Portfolio?

When someone creates a collection it becomes a place where you can admire what has been created.  When you have taken the time to collect a special group of things your time and effort have made that collection unique. Your collection will give you the opportunity to think about yourself as a learner as well as celebrate your strengths with others.
